UPDATE ON HEPARIN PRODUCTS

To whom it may concern:

Following recalls of products containing heparin in many countries (both EU and the United States) due to an increase of serious allergic reactions in patients treated with these products, a large scale analytical testing on batches of heparin was initiated for such products world wide.  Malta is in line with what is happening and proactive action is being taken.

One such example was for Clexane/Lovenox (enoxaparin sodium) which is a low molecular weight heparin. From the results of the testing carried out, it transpired that none of the batches of Clexane/Lovenox(enoxaparin sodium) finished product (placed on the Maltese market) have been found to contain the contaminant which was causing the serious adverse reactions in the batches of this product.  
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
